Summary of Incident - metal detector searches
Police observed two persons appearing to avoid Police contact. Police stopped and spoke to the subjects. The wand had a positive
indication on a backpack and inside Police located 1 x silver butter knife and 1 x silver spatula.

Police located a male behaving in a disordely manner, yelling and belligerent in public place. Person and bag subsequently searched,
metal detected, located 1 x large pair of scissors in the bag.
Subject recognised as person with possible curfew conditions. Metal detected, police located 1 x machete in sheath located down

pants.

4 x weapons detected - no further details known.

Police using authorities to direct a male to move on from the area, and upon doing so a box cutter blade fell out of this person's
pocket. Metal detector search and a total 3 x box cutter blades located.

1 x Scissor blade - No further details known.

1 x Serated knife - No further details known.

Police observed the accused board a train, then immediately exit the train via an adjacent door onto a different platform. Police
conducted a metal detector search of his person and back pack and located 1 x flick knife, and 5 x other knives.

Metal detector provided a positive reading on the bag which the accused was carrying. Several metal tins located one of which
contained cannabis. Also located inside the bag was a white and purple sock, the end of which was tied in a knot, a pool ball secured
atthe end. This item was identifed as an offensive weapon known as a Mad Ball or Slung Shot.

Carrying knife in licenced premises.
A metal detector search indicated metal items on a male person in his backpack and satchel bag. Police located a large kitchen
knife, a throwing knife, a knuckle duster and a box cutter.

Knife located on a person.

Kitchen knife (15 cms) located on a person.

Box cutter located on a person.

Pocket multi tool with a knife located in a person's handbag.
